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Diplomové prace

Vykon kolektivnej spravy prav na Slovensku — tedria vs. prax

Tato diplomova praca sa zaobera analyzou vykonu kolektivnej spravy prav na Slovensku, ktora je
zalozend na poznani tedrie, pravnej upravy a praktickych verejne dostupnych poznatkov. Vychodiskom
je sice pomerne obsiahla regulacia v Autorskom zakone, z nej sa vSak budu skimat len tie aspekty,
ktoré su v praxi problematické alebo diskutabilné, priCom déraz bude kladeny na posudenie verejne
dostupnych informacii suvisiacich s ¢innost'ou organizacii. Hlavnym ciel'om je posudit’, ¢i transpozicia
smernice o kolektivnej sprave redlne napomohla lepSiemu vykonu kolektivnej spravy na prospech
nositelov prav aj pouzivatelov. Predmetom analyzy bude okrem iného najmid vyhodnocovanie
vyro¢nych sprav, analyza informacii dostupnych na ich webovych strankach a postudenie tych aspektov
kolektivnej spravy, ktoré su kontroverzné alebo ktoré predstavuji odklon od zadkonnej Gipravy.

Performance of collective rights management in Slovakia — theory vs. practice

This master thesis deals with the analysis of the performance of the collective rights management in
Slovakia, which is based on knowledge of theory, legal regulation and practical publicly available
knowledge. Although the starting point is a relatively comprehensive regulation in the Copyright Act,
only those aspects that are problematic or debatable in practice will be examined, while the emphasis
will be on the assessment of publicly available information related to the activities of organizations. The
main goal is to assess whether the transposition of the directive on collective management really helped
the better performance of collective management for the benefit of right holders and users. The subject
of the analysis will be, among other things, the evaluation of annual reports, the analysis of information
available on their websites and the assessment of those aspects of the collective report that are
controversial or that represent a deviation from the legal regulation.

Vplyv NFT na prava duSevného vlastnictva

NFT — nezameniteI'ny token (ang. non-fungible tokens) je jednotka dat, ktora sa nachadza na digitalne;
decentralizovanej databaze blockchain. Kazda jednotka NFT predstavuje unikatnu digitalnu polozku.
Cielom tejto diplomovej prace je preskumat’ aspekty fungovania NFT v kontexte pravnej Upravy
dusevného vlastnictva. Menovat’ mozno napriklad vplyv vytvarania NFT na pravo na vyhotovovanie
rozmnozenin, aplikaciu principu vyCerpania prav v tejto oblasti, verejné licencie, ¢i zodpovednost’ NFT
platforiem v pripade, ak napriklad dochadza k porusovaniu autorskych prav.

The impact of NFTs on intellectual property rights

NFT - non-fungible token is a unit of data located on a digital decentralized blockchain database. Each
NFT unit represents a unique digital item. The aim of this master thesis is to examine aspects of the
functioning of NFT in the context of intellectual property legislation. One can mention, for example, the
impact of the creation of NFT on the right to make copies, the application of the principle of exhaustion
of rights in this area, public licenses and NFT, or the responsibility of NFT platforms in the event, for
example, of copyright infringement.

Vybrané aspekty pravnej regulacie vyhPadavacov

Tato diplomova préca sa zaobera vybranymi aspektmi pravnej regulacie vyhladavacov, ktoré obsahovo
a systematicky spadajui do oblasti prava informacnych a komunika¢nych technologii. Na zreteli mame
najma otazky suvisiace s ich postavenim ako platformovej sluzby v zmysle straZcu pristupu. Osobitnou
témou st tiez otazky zodpovednosti a pripadné povinnosti vysporiadat’ prava. Predmetom zaujmu su aj
nové osobitné povinnosti, ktoré vel'mi vel'kym prevadzkovatel'om online vyhl'adavacov uklada novy akt
o digitalnych sluzbach (2022/2065).



Selected aspects of legal regulation of search engines

This master thesis deals with selected aspects of the legal regulation of search engines, which in terms
of content and systematically fall into the field of information and communication technology law. In
particular, we have in mind questions related to their position as a platform service in the sense of an
access guard. Issues of responsibility and possible obligations to settle rights are a special topic, which
is also included. Also of interest are the new special obligations imposed on very large online search
engine operators by the new Digital Services Act (2022/2065).

Vztah autorského prava a zakladnych l'udskych prav

Predmetom tejto diplomovej prace je analyza vztahu autorského prava a l'udskych prav. Samotna
ochrana prava dusevného vlastnictva je zakotvena v &lanku 17 ods. 2 Charty zakladnych prav EU.
Z tohto ustanovenia ani z judikatiry Stdneho dvora vsak nijako nevyplyva, ze by bolo pravo dusevného
vlastnictva nedotknutel'né, a teda ze by podliehalo absolutnej ochrane, ¢o opakovane potvrdil aj Sudny
dvor EU. Zakon priznava autorom vylu¢né prava, aby mohli povolit’ alebo zakézat' pouzitie ich diela
tretimi osobami. Aj Eurdpsky sud pre 'udské prava vsak potvrdil, Ze na prava zverené autorom mozno
nazerat’ ako na sposob obmedzenia v§eobecnej slobody prejavu. Autorské prava nie su bezhranicné, a
preto ich mozZno v jednotlivych pripadoch limitovat. Predmetom tejto prace je bliz§ie preskimanie
hranice medzi ochranou absolutneho autorského prava a ochranou zakladnych l'udskych prav v kontexte
hl'adania rovnovahy.

The relationship between copyright and fundamental human rights

The subject of this master thesis is the analysis of the relationship between copyright and human rights.
The protection of intellectual property rights itself is enshrined in Article 17, paragraph 2 EU Charter of
Fundamental Rights. However, it does not follow from this provision or from the jurisprudence of the
Court of Justice that intellectual property rights are inviolable, and therefore subject to absolute
protection, which has been repeatedly confirmed by the Court of Justice of the EU. The law grants
authors exclusive rights to allow or prohibit the use of their work by third parties. However, the European
Court of Human Rights also confirmed that the rights granted to authors can be seen as a way of
restricting the general freedom of expression. Copyrights are not unlimited, and therefore they can be
limited in individual cases. The subject of this master thesis is a closer examination of the boundary
between the protection of absolute copyright and the protection of basic human rights in the context of
the search for balance.
